Objective:  To give students an opportunity to take action in their lives to help 
        reduce their impact on climate change.

        environmental action.

Total Time Expected:  One class period—about 45-50 minutes.

Overview:  In the previous lesson students designed a poster to communicate  
        their knowledge about climate change.  In this lesson students will


        share their ideas with their peers and plan to take action to reduce

                  their class' impact on climate change.

Sequence: 


1.  Show the Migrating Climates activity link to the class.

2.  Give students about 2 minutes each to share their completed posters about climate change in front of the class

3.  When finished sharing, brainstorm a list of things that we could do as

    as a class to help combat climate change.  Allow for students to       generate a list and have them record it in science notebooks.

4.  As a class come to a consensus as to one or two things to act upon as a class.  Facilitate and provide any needed supplies or contacts students need to get started on this.  Allow for time in the future for students to take on this initiative.
